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HERE’S ANOTHER TAKE CARE OF TEXAS MINUTE:
IF YOUR “CHECK ENGINE” LIGHT IS ON, GET YOUR VEHICLE CHECKED OUT AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.  ENGINES ON NEWER VEHICLES ARE EQUIPPED WITH AN ON-BOARD DIAGNOSTICS COMPUTER THAT CAN MONITOR THE VEHICLE TO DETECT A MALFUNCTION, AFFECTING YOUR VEHICLE'S PERFORMANCE, FUEL EFFICIENCY OR EMISSIONS.    WHEN THE CHECK ENGINE LIGHT APPEARS, THE COMPUTER IS DETECTING A PROBLEM, USUALLY LONG BEFORE YOU ACTUALLY NOTICE IT.   Your car may also show visible signs that it’s not operating efficiently such as emitting noticeable SMOKE when IT'S WARMED UP.  BLUE SMOKE COULD INDICATE A POTENTIAL OIL PROBLEM, BLACK SMOKE COULD BE SOMETHING AS SIMPLE AS A CLOGGED AIR FILTER, WHILE WHITE SMOKE MIGHT MEAN AN ENGINE PROBLEM.   BY KEEPING YOUR ENGINE TUNED, YOU CAN REDUCE EMISSIONS, AS WELL AS HELP INCREASE GAS MILEAGE
